EFFICIENCY OF CITY FUNCTIONING
AS A SOCIO-ECONOMIC SYSTEM

The purpose of the work is to study approaches to assessing the effectiveness of the
functioning of the city from the point of view of the development of socio-economic processes
and the well-being of the population.
